Reaching Communities programme – an outline

The Reaching Communities programme can make grants of between £10,000 and £500,000 towards revenue projects and grants of between £10,000 and £50,000 towards capital projects. Projects can be funded for between 1 and 5 years. Projects should aim to bring real improvements to communities and to the lives of people most in need.

Reaching Communities will not normally fund sports, arts or heritage projects unless an applicant can show that the main aim of their project is to remedy a social need through sport, art or heritage activities e.g. a project providing opportunities to play football for adults with learning disabilities in order to increase their self-confidence and improve their health.
The programme is open to voluntary and community organisations, statutory organisations and social enterprises.
